Rod and
friends excel playing traditional Dixieland & swing
music, and many are active in groups that perform
other styles of jazz and even classical music (but
you won't hear that at Flower City on Oct. 17!).

Rod Blumenau, piano and perhaps his rusty
tenor sax, had a 32-year career with Eastman Kodak

Tim "Phat Lips" Clarke is a superb trumpeter in his prime from
Buffalo who plays many styles authoritatively and performs with many
groups in the western New York area.
Ron "Pee Wee" Joseph lives in Rome, NY, and is the most fluent
trad clarinetist between New York City and To-
ronto, and maybe farther. He proudly plays
the clarinet given to him by Jack Maheu to car-
ry on the tradition!
Warren Stirtzinger, guitar, smiles a lot be-
cause he's not facing the decision between
Hillary and Donald - he lives in Canada! He
is the consummate performer on guitar the
way it should be played, and knows every
tune ever written and a few that aren't.
'Dr. Jeff Campbell, bass, is professor of
jazz and the chair of the Department of
Jazz Studies and Contemporary Media at
Eastman School of Music and is also a
member of the Rochester Philharmonic
Orchestra, but he doesn't let his educa-
tion and prestigious position get in the
way of his playing cooking bass in support
of a swinging front line.
John Beck is a Rochester per-
cussion legend. He was a mem-
ber of the Rochester Philharmon-
ic Orchestra for nearly 50 years,
most of it as tympanist, and was
head of the percussion depart-
ment of Eastman School of Mu-
sic for nearly as long. He’s just
hitting his stride at 83, and play-
ing better than ever! On top of
1 all his accomplishments, he’s a
great guy.

In closing, Rod adds: =
